WHO MAY APPLY FOR CAMP 
 
Any girl who will be ages 8-16 during the camp session may apply.  No experience is necessary, and you don’t have to 
live in Seattle or Washington State to apply (please see below for more information on out-of-town campers).

$ 350 Tuition 
 
**Girls Rock! Seattle is a nonprofit organization.  This means that all donations made are tax deductible, and much 
appreciated!  Application fees and tuition, however, are not donations, and therefore are not tax deductible. 
 
If you are a returning camper from GR!S Summer Camp 2009, you can receive a $25 credit towards your tuition if you 
refer a new camper that attends GR!S Summer Camp 2010. You can receive a maximum of four credits.  
 
New campers, if you were referred by a camper from 2009, list their name in the Demographics Survey at the end of 
the application to give them the tuition credit. Please only list one name. This will be checked against our database and 
only a maximum of four credits are available to each returning camper.

INSTRUMENT INSTRUCTION 
 
At camp, you can choose to study guitar, bass, drums, or vocals.  Please indicate your first, second, and third choices of 
instrument on the application.  Due to the need to acquire gear in advance, you cannot change your selection after you 
send in your application and you cannot change during the camp session.  Instruments will be provided for use during 
the camp week.  If you have your own instrument, please feel free to bring it.  Please note that Girls Rock! Seattle 
does not accept liability for personal instruments.

Campers are selected by a committee seeking to establish a balanced and diverse camp population.  Campers are not 
selected on a first come, first served basis. Camper admission status notifications will be mailed out on June 15.  
 

Important: Please note that we anticipate receiving more applications than camper spots available, and will not be able to 
accept every girl who applies.  We will, however, mail out notifications to every applicant on June 15. Additional 
information about camp will be sent with acceptance letters.
